Acceptance of abstracts will be judged on the basis of content, originality, and relevance to the workshop topics.  Presentations can describe works in progress or even planned work if the project is of sufficient scope and relevance. Preference will be given to talks containing new research results.  Technical presentations on new instruments or instrument packages relevant to the workshop are encouraged; however, presentations should not be of a marketing or promotional nature.  Further instructions for preparing an abstract are enclosed.
